1st Sunday of Advent
And so, we begin a new liturgical year with the First
Sunday of Advent, and the readings set the tone for a
season of watchfulness and hope. Isaiah offers a vision of
all nations walking toward God’s light; the psalm sings of
pilgrims going up to the house of the Lord; Paul urges us
to wake from sleep and put on the armor of light; and
the Gospel warns that we do not know the day the Lord
will come. Together they create a mood that is expectant
rather than celebratory, inviting us to prepare our hearts,
walk toward the light, and stay alert.

Our music shifts to reflect that spirit. You will notice a
more reflective sound, slower tempos, chant-like lines,
and a restrained kind of joy. The Gloria is omitted, silence
is used more intentionally, and the texts of many hymns
focus on longing, light, and spiritual readiness. These
musical choices are meant to draw us into the posture of
Advent: people on a journey, attentive, hopeful, and
preparing to welcome Christ.
